July 12, 2008 Minutes

A quorum was present.

Ben Shor opened the meeting by asking for a vote on the proposed resolution before the Committee.

Tildy Davenport moved to approve the resolution, which recommends the designation of the property at 3721 Main Street, Stone Ridge, New York, as a landmark, pursuant to Local Law No. 1 of the Year 2007.  David Cavallaro seconded the motion.  Then the vote was held, and Tildy Davenport, David Cavallaro, Ben Shor, Anthony DiGuiseppe, and Marian McCorkle-Beckerman all voted to approve the resolution.  

Ben Shor said that he would follow the procedures set forth in the law to move the process of designation forward.  

Ben Shor asked if anyone had any suggestions on what we should apply for in our CLG grant application.  We discussed updating the Ruth Piwonka survey and getting additional training.  

We talked about what other homeowners might want to apply for landmark status.  Ben Shor said that he would inquire of Chris Cole, since he had expressed interest in applying for landmark status for his home.  Ben Shor also said he would contact Phil Ryan about the possibility of the Bevier House applying for landmark status.  It was suggested that we ask Harry Hansen to have the Stone Ridge Library apply for landmark status prior to them working with an architect on modifying the Library.

We discussed our concerns about the condition of the house with seven gables and the Davis Tavern property.

We discussed the upcoming 2009 quadricentennial of Hudson’s discovery of the Hudson River.  We talked about the possibility of putting together a Historic Marbletown House Tour in 2009.  Ben Shor said that he would talk with the Rondout Valley Business Association about the possibility of them sponsoring it.

We decided not to have our August meeting because many of our commissioners will be away.  Our next meeting will be September 13th.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:00 am.
