Minutes of the Meeting held at Town Hall,

April 10, 2010 10:00 am

The chairman called the meeting to order.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

The Public Hearing to consider the request for designation of the Lyonsville Church was opened.

The Commission reviewed an Application requesting designation of the Lyonsville Reform Church as a Marbletown Landmark.  This application was received by the Town Clerk on March 11, 2010.  The application that had been reviewed at the previous meeting on February 13 had been rescinded and resubmitted.  

Ms. Roosa discussed her reasons for requesting the designation of the Lyonsville Church.  She cited its age and long standing as a community center.  She stated that the church opened in 1859 and operated until 1997. She stated that the building was intact, apart from the roof which has been replaced.

After some discussion, the Commission determined that the proper description of the style of the building is Greek Revival.

Ms. Roosa was asked if there were any threats to the integrity of the building.  She replied no.

There was a discussion of the pending application for a lot-line adjustment.  The Commission determined that that action was not relevant to the question of landmark designation.

The Chairman invited the public to comment.

Ralph Neaderland commented that the Lyonsville Church fit several of the criteria for designation, as a distinctive element of the community.

After asking whether there were any further questions or comments, the Chairman offered a resolution.  The resolution, printed below, was read.

Resolution Date: April 10, 2010

A RESOLUTION TO RECOMMEND THE DESIGNATION OF

The Lyonsville Reformed Church

We, the duly appointed members of the Marbletown Historic Preservation Commission, do this 10th day of April 2010 adopt the following resolution: 

WHEREAS, as set forth in Marbletown Local Law No. 1 of the year 2007, the Marbletown Historic Preservation Commission may recommend the designation of landmarks and districts of historic and cultural significance; and

WHEREAS the Marbletown Historic Preservation Commission has reviewed the application requesting designation of the Lyonsville Reformed Church, Bone Hollow Road, at the April 10, 2010 Historic Preservation Commission Meeting, a copy of which is annexed hereto; and

WHEREAS a Public Hearing on the potential designation of the Lyonsville Reformed Church was held on January 10, 2009; and the minutes concerning same are annexed hereto; and

WHEREAS, Marbletown Local Law No. 1 of the year 2007, provides the following criteria under which the Town Board may designate an individual property if it:  


(1) Possesses special character or historic or aesthetic interest or value as part of the      cultural, political, economic or social history of the locality, region, state or nation; or


(2) Is identified with historic personages; or


(3) Embodies the distinguishing characteristics of an architectural style; or


(4) Is the work of a designer whose work has significantly influenced an age; or

(5) Embodies a unique location or singular physical characteristic, represents an established and familiar visual feature of the neighborhood; or

(6) Is listed on the State and/or National Registers of Historic Places, or which is the subject of a pending application for listing, where such property meets one or more of the criteria of this section.

WHEREAS the Marbletown Historic Preservation Commission has made the following findings of fact concerned the proposed designation:

The Lyonsville Reformed Church is an established and familiar feature of Lyonsville and The Vly in western Marbletown;  that it embodies the vernacular Greek Revival style;  that it was the place of worship, baptism, and marriage for many notable citizens of Marbletown from the mid-nineteenth century until the mid-twentieth century; and that it is a well-preserved example of vernacular rural church building.

NOW THERFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that we, the duly appointed members of the 

Marbletown Historic Preservation Commission do this 10th day of April, 2010, determine that the Lyonsville Reformed Church, its shutters, bluestone steps, sign, and bell (if present) meet the criteria defining a landmark as set forth in Marbletown Local Law No. 1 of the year 2007; and we hereby recommend that the Town Board designate this property a landmark pursuant to Local Law No. 1 of the year 2007.
