Gary opened the meeting asking for copies of the July and October minutes, and to see if anyone had them to be submitted. 

Vin Martello was asked to switch Dora Carbone for Tildy Davenport, since Tildy could not attend the meetings regularly, but will still be involved. Vin stated that a resolution would be attended to for this purpose of switching commissioners at the next Town Board Meeting. 

Ben Shor had reviewed the HPC Bylaws, and reported that there were no terms for commissioners of the HPC. It was suggested that it be three years with overlapping terms of expiration. It was decided that we could amend the Bylaws internally. 

Gary reported that the NYS Preservation League would attend the next meeting in April, and strategies would be suggested on how to get a HPC law approved by the Town Board. 

There was no speaker today. It was asked if Woodstock was considering a law, Ben Shor said that he would look into it. 

An internal discussion was asked for on where we are leaning as a type of law that we would present to the Town Board. This discussion was postponed. 

The VP had an agenda of items he wanted to talk about:

He suggested that we post an agenda of the next meeting on the web site;

We should consider a review and amendment of the Bylaws;

Our listing on the Town web site should be put on, members had suggested wording;

We, as commissioners are to have our signatures as members verified by the Town 

Board, as officially members; Preservation Briefs which as very informative can be had from the National Trust web site: www2.cr.hps.gov/tps/briefs/presbhom.htm;

Suggestion that the HPC become a member of the Preservation League; 

HPC map update:

Rest Plaus, High Falls done and presented, and Kripplebush being done; 

Other issues to consider:

High Meadow School expansion statement, We will prepare a statement and send for comments before issuing; 

We should consider commenting on Open Space Forum; 

Minutes procedure discussion: Post minutes by the end of the month before the next meeting for review by members and voting at next meeting to accept or revise minutes; 

Procedural comment: 

It was suggested that the HPC meetings are open meetings to the public, and if someone comes they cannot speak but can observe, and it they want to be on the agenda they can contact the Secretary to be put on the agenda; 

Changes in the Bylaws are suggested, and the VP would review the same and report back to the commission. 

The contact list for the commissioners and associates is correct, and the Secretary will maintain it. 

The Signature sheet requested for the Town Board will be done at the next meeting and submitted to the Town Board for verification. 

The VP reported that he attended the Zoning and Planning Board meeting, as suggested, but no issues concerning HPC was presented. The question came up as to why attendance and it was decided that the HPC should have a presence there, not matter what.  

The Board Liason suggested that the issues of conservation of open space and subdivisions being done by the PZA, and it is good to see and hear what is going on. It was agreed that to continue to attend meetings. 

Last months meeting minutes were voted on and approved; 

Issues: 

High Meadow School: HPC did not comment on issues of Zoning, but should comment on issues of scale, as well as its potential impact on Leggett Road, which could be considered as a historical district in the future. It was motioned that we draft a comment on the project, seconded, and voted to unanimously to have the President draft a statement. He will distribute by Monday, and send it to Vin Martello. 

Discussion about formulation of a new HPC law:

What should be designated first, existing districts or 

Start with one district, which may be all too cumbersome. 

Discussion was had on how to go about designation, all agree we have to gather the proper information with staff help, and move towards approval;

It was noted that the Town Board will want to have a procedural veto on 

designated proposals;

The question came up if there is enough of a pool of knowledge and if a fee 

process would help to pay for historical research outside the committee; 

Maggie Colan stopped in to the meeting to a make an announcement about the Open Space Forum II on March 13th. It was suggested that someone call the Open Space Forum members of the School and see they had or could use a map of the number of historical properties in Marbletown, and we should bring our maps to date to the Forum. 

It was suggested that we should start writing our HPC law, now that we head form all the surrounding areas, most of which had been based on boiler plate from the State. We should all review the options and be prepared to ask the Preservation League questions at the next meeting. It was  suggested that we would review and summarize the differences and similarities of the surrounding Towns, and send them to all of us via email. 

The next meeting would take place at 10 AM at the Town Hall on April 9th, 2005.
