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Minutes of the Meeting held at Town Hall 

June 5, 2004, 10:30 am

Mr. Tinterow called the meeting to order.  The minutes from the previous meeting were approved.   

The number of Commissioners was discussed, and it was resolved to recommend to the Supervisor that 9 rather 11 Commissioners be appointed in order to allow for a quorum of 5 rather than 6 members.  The number of Associate Commissioners need not be limited.  Couples should not serve concurrently as Commissioners. 

There was a discussion of Local Law no. 1, Section II B., 1, which indicates that the Historic Preservation Commission shall be informed once a month of all requests for permits for construction, alteration or special use in the Historic Districts.  It was resolved to ask the Supervisor to remind the Codes Enforcement Officer of this regulation.  Anthony diGuiseppe was appointed liaison from the Historic Preservation Commission to the Codes Enforcement Officer. 

There was a discussion of the plans to be submitted to the State DOT for the renovation of Route 209 through the Main Street Historic District.  It was resolved to request that the Supervisor inform the Historic Preservation Commission of the status of the plans. 

There was a discussion of the Architectural Review Committee. 

There was a discussion of the Community Development Committee and its impact on historic preservation.  It was resolved that Pastor Robert Mitchell be appointed liaison from the Historic Preservation Commission to the CDC.   

There was a discussion of the historic structures in North Marbletown.  It was resolved to pursue identification of a North Marbletown Historic District. 

It was resolved to appoint Ralph Neaderland liaison from the Historic Preservation Commission to the Local History Collection at Ulster Community College. 

It was resolved to adjourn at noon and the next meeting was set for Saturday July 10, 10:00 am at Town Hall.
