Mr. Tinterow called the meeting to order.  The minutes from the previous meeting had not yet been circulated..   

Ben Shor reported on the meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission of July 10, 2006.  He stated that in their review of the proposed Landmark Law the PZC had no further suggestions to make, and recommended that we prepare a public information meeting. 

Brooke Pickering Cole reported that the Supervisor requested that the Commission speak with Shannon LaFrance to refine the proposed law and ready it for public distribution. 

A discussion was held regarding the need or advisablility for the Town to levy fees for Certificates of Apprioriateness.  Mr. diGuiseppe observed that every other permit required by the State or Town involves fees.  However, it was agreed not to take any action at this time.  Mr. Shor will attempt to learn whether any of the adjacent towns that have Historic Preservation laws in place levy fees. 

A discussion was held regarding the new State incentives for Historic Preservation: 

Homeowner Tax Credit of 20% of certified restoration costs. 

Ithaca Bill, a property tax abatement, holding the assessment to the value of a property PRIOR to restoration for five years, then a phase-in of the new improved value over the next five years.  This results in a full valuation after ten years 

Both incentives require Preservation Law in the local community in order for the property owners to benefit. 

Early plans were made for a public information meeting on October 21.  Mr. Shor secured the Community Center for a meeting from 10:00am to noon.  Julian Adams from the NY State Office of Historic Preservation will attend. 

The next meeting will be held on September 9 at 10:00am, Town Hall. 

Mr. Tinterow adjourned the meeting at noon.
