Ben Shor reported on the activities of the Historic Preservation Commissions in neighboring towns.  Kingston has waited for volunteer designations, though it has created a large landmark district uptown. The Building Department has a secretary designated as liaison to the H.P. Commission. 

Saugerties:  the Commission has approached owners of all properties on the State Registrar of Historic Places to discuss preservation issues.  They maintain a list of individuals interested in preservation and have created a list of priority properties.  Their annual budget is $1500 

New Paltz:  the Commission meets once a month.  Commissioners are designated to work with specific property owners.  The Commission secretary acts as liaison to the Building Department Secretary. Several districts have been created. 

Brooke Pickering and Tim Hunt reported on the recent meetings on Conservation Subdivision.  A discussion ensued on how the Historic Preservation Commission could learn from this process to bring about public awareness and education. 

Brooke Pickering mentioned the Town survey to be sponsored by the CDC.  A discussion ensued about the kind of questions that would be helpful to measure public awareness of our historic assets. 

The next meeting will be held on October 8 at 10:00am, Town Hall. 

Mr. Tinterow adjourned the meeting at noon.
