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Minutes of the Meeting held at Town Hall

Mr. Tinterow called the meeting to order.  There were no minutes from the previous meeting because a quorum had not been present.   

The new Commissioner, Ms. Tilde Davenport, was introduced. 

There was a discussion of the information needed to prepare the maps of the existing Historic Districts. Harry Hansen agreed to give information on the Stone Ridge and High Falls Historic Districts to Anthony diGuiseppe and Charles Cullen.   Mr. Cullen will then have the maps prepared in Kingston.

Ben Shor discussed his summary of the salient features of the Historic Preservation laws in neighboring towns.  The primary issues revolve around the mechanism for designation, whether or not maintenance is obligatory, and which incentives, such as tax relief, are created to compensate owners for maintaining their historic properties for public enjoyment and community enhancement.  

Philip Ryan distributed copies of brochures:  Ulster County Tourism and Old Stone House.  He encouraged the Commission to develop something similar for Marbletown. 

There was a discussion of the pending application from the High Meadow School before the Zoning Board of Appeals.  The "no impact" determination of the New York State Office for Historic Preservation was discussed.  The Commission expressed concern over the precedent of allowing a variance for such a large building, out of scale with the neighborhood and much larger than allowed by the Zoning laws.  Increased traffic in the Historic District was another concern, as was the perception that the school had not made good on earlier promises to reduce the impact of their activities on their neighbors.  It was resolved to send a letter to the Zoning Board of Appeals expressing these concerns.  

It was resolved to adjourn at noon and the next meeting was set for Saturday November 6, 10:00 am at Town Hall.
