Mr. Tinterow called the meeting to order.  The minutes from the previous meeting had not yet been circulated by the Secretary.   

Mr. Tinterow proposed David Cavallaro as a new commissioner.  A High Falls resident, he is an arts administrator for SUNY New Paltz, and has been active with a number of civic and cultural organizations on both sides of the Hudson. 

Mr. Tinterow also proposed reinstating Mrs Davenport as a full commissioner. 

Both proposals were accepted by the Commission to be submitted to the Town Board for appointment. 

Brooke Pickering reported on the recent meetings on the Conservation Subdivision proposal and the possible impact of that discussion on our Historic Preservation initiative. 

She recommended that Mr. Tinterow report on our activities at the December 6 Town Board meeting. 

After a lengthy discussion, it was agreed to sponsor a series of lectures, to be held at the Community Center in the spring, to educate the community on the benefits of Historic Preservation.  A number of possible speakers and subjects were proposed.  Ben Shor volunteered to reserve the Community Center.  It was agreed that the Commission would approach the Town Board for funding. 

The next meeting will be held on December 10, at 10:00am at Town Hall.
