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Minutes of the Meeting held at Town Hall 

December 11, 2004, 10:00 am

Mr. Tinterow called the meeting to order.  The minutes from the previous meeting were approved.   

Pastor Robert Mitchell reported on plans of the Community Development Committee regarding the renovation of Route 209 through the Main Street Historic District.  Although the proposal, which calls for regrading, sidewalks, crosswalks, and landscaping, has already been submitted twice by the Town of Marbletown to the State Department of Transportation, the CDC intends to make a new survey to gain a wider perspective on community sentiment regarding the Route 209 corridor. 

There was a discussion of the information needed to prepare the maps of the existing Historic Districts. The Commission is waiting for Mr. Hansen to give the necessary material to Mr. DiGuiseppe to identify contributing properties to the Districts. 

Mr. Ben Shor distributed a bulletin from the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation explaining how all State and Federal agencies are required to allow the ACHP to comment on any agency projects that may have adverse effects on Historic Districts or individual properties. 

Mr. Shor reported on the presentation of the proposed expansion of the High Meadow School.  He believed that the height and scale of the proposed building was a result of the attempt to give the building a barn-like profile.  The volume of a flat-roofed building would appear smaller, but it would not blend with the village setting.  Mr. Shor indicated that genuine concerns regarding increased traffic and inadequate water were aired at the presentation before the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Mr. Hunt asked about the procedure to ensure that the High Meadow School delivers a building that conforms to the stated proposal. 

Pastor Mitchell made a motion that the Historic Preservation Commission send a letter to the Zoning Board of Appeals commenting on the High Meadow School proposal. 

Mr. Shor commented on the Palen House on Creekside Drive in North Marbletown that was discussed at the previous meeting.  It was decided to ask Charles Cullen to identify and investigate the house.

The Commission decided to invite the Town Historian, Emily Stokes, to the next meeting. 

Mr. Shor agreed to ensure that the Commissioners and meeting minutes were posted on the Town website. 

The Town Supervisor, Mr. Vincent Martello, addressed the Commission.  Aftre questions, he resolved to investigate the status of the Town's Architectural Review Board.  He reported that State DOT project engineer Robert Smisko has completed the survey of the roadbed of Route 209 through the Historic District.   He reported on a new initiative, the Route 209 Corridor Project, that would coordinate new construction and preservation of viewsheds along the road.  This project will involve the administrations of the towns of Hurley, Marbletown, Rochester and Warwarsing. 

On a related subject, Mr. Martello said that he would contact Officer Patrick Regan of the State Troopers to recommend that the Troopers enforce existing traffic laws along Route 209. Mssrs. Hunt, Mitchell, and Tinterow commented on the proliferation of speeding tractor-trailers through Stone Ridge in early morning.  This illegal traffic does more than prevent town residents from sleeping, it is literally shaking the foundations of the town's oldest structures.   

It was resolved to adjourn at noon and the next meeting was set for Saturday January 8, 2005,  10:00 am at Town Hall.
