The chairman called the meeting to order.

There was a discussion of the historic structures inventory performed by the New Paltz Historic Preservation Commission.  During the first year a reconnaissance-level survey was conducted by Neil Larsen.  During the second year the information was entered into a data base.

Josh Simons of the Center for Regional Education Outreach at SUNY New Paltz spoke of his interactive data base web feature that he prepared for the New Paltz Historic Preservation Commission.  HPC.townofnewpaltz.org.  It required eight months of work, one principal and three interns.
The Commission agreed that we should approach SHPO in Albany for funding of a similar web feature for Marbletown.  We will propose that SHPO fund a pilot program that would create a template that all CLG’s in New York State could adopt.
Mr. Adams felt that the Town Board would endorse this project.  We discussed the possibility of enlarging the number of overlays to include zoning districts and other data useful to the Town of Marbletown.

There was a discussion of the proposed Hamlet Strategic Plan and its implications for the Historic Districts.

The ratification by the Town Board of the changes to the local law was reported.  There will be in future a $50 application fee, and additional time for the Town Board to consider designations.

There was extensive discussion of the July event that will feature Frank Margeson and the history of Ridgely and Leggett Road.

The meeting was adjourned at noon.  The next meeting was scheduled for July 9, 2011.
