Brooke Pickering Cole reported on the building adjacent to the Community Center known as the Annex.  It had been bought by the Town for approximately $45,000 and the renovation estimate is $139,000.  It shares water and a septic system with the Community Center.  Questions have been raised regarding the efficacy of rehabilitation rather than demolition and new construction.  Mr. Cullen identified the building as a structure as house built by a Mr. VanLeuven by 1853, and sold to Archibald Palen by 1858.
It was agreed that this information would be conveyed to the Town Board.
The Ulster Historic Alliance was discussed.
