Marbletown Historic Preservation Commission

Minutes of the Meeting held at Town Hall,

January 12, 2008 10:00 am

Ben Shor called the meeting to order.

Tildy spoke to Alice Cross about having an open house day of historic homes in Marbletown.  Alice said that the Rochester Historical Society has experience with that, and they don’t recommend that we do it.  Homeowners are reluctant to open their homes, it takes a huge amount of effort, and very little money is realized after the expenses are deducted.  Tildy handed out a document she made, which lists many of the issues around having a Historic House Tour.  Tildy also handed out copies of newspaper articles about the Chadbourne House and a Historic House Tour held in Marbletown many years ago.  She also passed out copies of the Kingston Library Historic Preservation Resources list. 

Ben said that Marbletown has purchased specialized scanning equipment to scan the Town’s documents.  Supervisor Martello told Ben that once the Town gets the equipment, we can scan the Town’s historic documents.  We can then make color copies of Ruth Piwonka’s Survey for each of our commissioners.

We reviewed Gary Tinterow’s Preliminary Designation Application for his home at 3721 Main Street.  Tim Hunt made a motion that the Commission accept Mr. Tinterow’s Preliminary Designation Application as complete and worthy of Landmark Designation consideration.  Tildy Davenport seconded the motion.  The subsequent vote by Committee Members David Cavallaro, Tim Hunt, Ben Shor, Tildy Davenport, Marian McCorkle-Beckerman, and Shannon Schreibman was unanimous. 

We reviewed Gary Tinterow’s Preliminary Designation Application submitted on behalf of Mrs. C. Rita Blanchard for her home at 3705 Main Street.  Tildy Davenport made a motion that the Commission accept the Preliminary Designation Application for 3705 Main Street as complete and worthy of Landmark Designation consideration.  David Cavallaro seconded the motion.  The subsequent vote by Committee Members Tim Hunt, Ben Shor, Tildy Davenport, David Cavallaro, Marian McCorkle-Beckerman, and Shannon Schreibman was unanimous. 

David Cavallaro said that he would send letters to both applicants, letting them know the results of our deliberations.

The meeting was adjourned at noon.  The next meeting will be held Saturday, February 2, 2008.
