Meeting for Marbletown Historic Preservation Commission

Goals for year discussed such as RFP for Updating Ruth Piwonka Study; Leggett Estate lecture,

Properties to designate such as Davis Tavern, Lyonsville Church (and the status of application by Ms. Roosa); possible federal district for Leggett Road.

Possible help for the Library to find funding for the renovation was discussed: such as sources from Maurice Hinchey, stimulus money, and 501 C statuses which could help library. Tim was going to look into this and information was going to be channeled to Harry Hansen, who is helping the Library on the historic portion of their renovation.  State funds are not likely, but there may be federal money.

It was discussed whether the MHPC should make a statement about  the water mains that are proposed for SUNY in Stone Ridge, and where those line would transverse the area of Leggett Road, especially if we consider the area a historic district. Doug Adams gave a short update on SUNY’s progress and why they were doing this…

The idea of possible lectures for the public on Historic Preservation or renovations was suggested and if we could charge for these and if so where would the money go? Doug Adams was going to check with the Town attorney to see how and if that could be done at all.

Tim Hunt brought up the fact that there needs to be some coordination with DOT regarding the sidewalks and curbs, and that the curbs were already being damaged by snow plows. 

Marian was going to find out if Frank Margesson would be willing to discuss the Leggett Estate in detail for a lecture,  she said that Tildy & Bill Davenport had asked him and he was willing to do it. Marian will follow up on this possible lecture, which should be done on the property.

Discussion took place about Davis Tavern and the legal battle which seems to be ongoing over the ownership as a result of a contested tax sale. It was suggested that The Chair should send a letter to the County to find out what is happening to this historic property and that there is concern at the MHPC over the preservation of the existing structure.

Another idea was to have a lecture on how to use the historical archives in Kingston to find out information on properties. We would look into the feasibility of this type of lecture and where it could take place.
