Marbletown Historic Preservation Commission

Minutes of the Meeting held at Town Hall,

March 13, 2010 10:00 am

The chairman called the meeting to order.

The commission reviewed the time line for actions and procedures regarding requests for landmark designations.

The Commission reviewed an Application requesting designation of the Lyonsville Reform Church as a Marbletown Landmark.  This application was received by the Town Clerk on March 11, 2010.  The application that had been reviewed at the previous meeting on February 13 had been rescinded and resubmitted.  Marian McCorckle stated that the application was identical to the previous application.  After a brief discussion, Harry Hansen offered the following Resolution.

RESOLUTION SETTING THE PUBLIC HEARING DATE FOR CONSIDERATION OF THE APPLICATION RECOMMENDING THAT THE LYONSVILLE CHURCH  BE DESIGNATED AS A LANDMARK , AND REQUESTING PROPER PUBLICATION OF SAME 


WHEREAS, the Town in an effort to protect and enhance landmarks and historic districts within the Town which represent distinctive elements of its historic, architectural, and cultural heritage adopted the Heritage Preservation Law which provides for the designation of landmarks and historic districts and the regulation thereof; and


WHEREAS, the Historic Preservation Commission has received an application to designate the Lyonsville Church as a landmark under the Heritage Preservation Law; and, after review, has decided that the application is complete and that the case has merit; and 


WHEREAS, the Historic Preservation Commission must consider, after a duly noticed public hearing, whether to recommend that the Town Board designate the Lyonsville Reformed Church 12 Bone Hollow Road as a landmark and add it to Appendix “A” of Chapter 128 “Heritage Preservation” of the Marbletown Code; and


WHEREAS,
the aforesaid actions are not considered “actions” under the State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQR”) and no SEQR review is needed. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:

1.
A public hearing will be held by the Historic Preservation Commission on April 10, 2010 at 10:00 AM. at the Town Hall, 3775 Main Street, Stone Ridge, New York, to hear all interested parties on the application to designate the Lyonsville Church as a landmark. 



3.
The Town Clerk is directed to advertise such public hearing in the official newspaper of said Town and on the Clerk’s notice Board and provide notice to the affected landowner at least 10 days prior to the public hearing.



4.
The Town Clerk is further directed to notify the Code Enforcement Officer of the Town of Marbletown.

The question of the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly put to a vote by acclamation which resulted as follows:  the motion was passed unanimously, with none opposed and none abstaining.

The Resolution was thereupon adopted.


Mr. Hansen stated that he had completed a Preliminary Application for the Stone Ridge Library and that he would submit it at the next meeting.

Ms. McCorkle reported on her invitation to Frank Margesson to lecture on the history of the Leggett Estate.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:00 am.  The next meeting will take place on Saturday April 10, 2010 at 10:00am.
