The chairman called the meeting to order.

 

Tildy Davenport reported on the progress of the Stone Ridge Library Building Committee.  The Ulster County Executive has or will approach Senator Schumer for help in obtaining construction funds.  The size of the intended addition was noted and a discussion ensued regarding the variances that may be required for the Library to receive the necessary permits to build according to its current plans.

 

It was decided to invite the director and heads of the Library Board of Trustees and the Trustees of the Library Foundation to a meeting to explain the benefits of Landmark status for the two existing Library structures, the Evert C. Wynkoop House (ca. 1790) and the John Lounsbery House (ca. 1798).

 

It was noted that heavy trucks passing over potholes on rte 209 were causing shockwaves recorded at the Library and causing new cracks in the walls at Tock Tavern and Wynkoop House.  After notification, the Town Supervisor requested the Highway Department to make temporary repairs.

 

Shannon Schreibman and Tim Hunt reported that work on the sidewalk project for Main Street Stone Ridge was scheduled to begin in May.

 

Ms. Schreibman reported on the PZC Committee.  Current concerns include economic development and protection of farmland.

 

The meeting was adjourned at noon.  The next meeting will take place on Saturday May 9, 2009 at 10:00am.
