The vice chairman called the meeting to order.

 

The Commission reviewed the binder compiled by the Town Clerk with the Historic Landmark Designation applications and guidelines. The Commission’s letterhead will be updated by David, applied to the cover letter and a new copy sent to the Town Clerk.

 

There was discussion of consulting our By-Laws to check on the rotation schedule for each commissioner. This will be reviewed at the next meeting.

 

The Commission discussed a new and second Preliminary Application for Historic Designation that was submitted by a second applicant for the Lyonsville Church. It was determined that because this property has an accepted Preliminary Application already, the new applicant would be informed of the steps to proceed in the property’s consideration.  A letter was drafted.

 

A timeline drafted by Shannon, outlining the steps within the Historic Designation Process was discussed and refined. Revisions will be made by Marian and submitted to the Commission for final review. Once approved, the timeline will accompany the applications and guidelines found in the Town Clerk’s office and on our website.

 

It was noted that the Commission received a CD containing an informational webinar on the newly expanded New York State Historic Tax Credit.

There was discussion about hosting a presentation on the history of the Leggett Estate, Ridgely. The Commission will discuss this further at the next meeting. 

Tildy Davenport announced that she will be resigning her post as Commissioner with the impending end to her term. She will not be requesting a renewal of her appointment. There was discussion about appointing Chris Cole from Associate to Commissioner. All agreed the Commission should recommend Chris Cole to occupy Tildy’s position when she resigns.
