Minutes of the Meeting held at Town Hall,

The chairman called the meeting to order.

 

The process of applying for grants through the New York state Certified Local Government program was discussed.  It was recognized that the lack of Marbletown funds for a matching grant precluded an application for this last cycle.  It was agreed that Mssrs diGuiseppe and Hansen would prepare a proposal so that the commission could attempt to secure the match from non-profit organizations rather than to apply for town funds.  The plan is to have all matters in place before the next grant cycle.

 

There was a discussion of the valuable information contained on the 1798 Federal Tax Census, for which all the extant buildings in Marbletown were measured and chimneys and windows counted.  Mr. Hansen has copied out the information on the Marbletown buildings from the copy of the records at the New York Historical Society.  He will make his transcription available and we will put the information on the town website.

 

Mr. Warren reported on the recent Zoning Board consideration of a request for a lot-line adjustment at the Lyonsville Church.  After the lot-line adjustment, both lots will still be non-conforming.  The Code Enforcement Officer has nonetheless given his approval, subject to approval of the County Board of Health.

 

The Commission reviewed a Preliminary Application requesting designation of the Lyonsville Church as a Marbletown Landmark.  The application was read aloud, and, saving the lack of a proper reference to the Marbletown Inventory prepared by Ruth PiWonka, was found to be complete.  After discussion a motion was made and unanimously passed to accept the application as complete, and to acknowledge that there was sufficient evidence to warrant a full Marbletown Designation Application from the applicant.

 

A letter from Ralph Neaderlander regarding the Lyonsville Church was read and noted.

 

The meeting was adjourned at noon.  The next meeting will take place on Saturday October 10, 2009 at 10:00am.
