Mr. Tinterow called the meeting to order.  The minutes of the March meeting were approved.

 

Harry Hansen reviewed the status of the library’s renovation and expansion project.  He indicated that the Board of Trustees of the Library had approved the first steps toward a landmark designation.  An architect for the project had been selected and soon would be announced.

 

There was a discussion of the recent determinations of various town and state bodies regarding the cell tower applications at Cottekill Road and at Canary Hill.

 

There was a discussion about the proliferation of banners and signs in the Main Street, Stone Ridge, Historic District.  It was resolved to make an inquiry at the office of the Building Inspector to understand whether the banners complied with the Zoning regulations.

 

There was a discussion of the plans for sidewalk renovation in the Main Street Stone Ridge Historic District.  It was resolved to request the Town government to take a more active role in securing federal funds that may be available through Representative Hinchey’s office.

 

There was a discussion of the former Town Beautification Committee.  A consensus emerged that reflected the distinctions to be made between the proper work of the Historic Preservation Commission and those of a Beautification Committee.

 

Mr. Tinterow recused himself while the remaining Commissioners reviewed the application for landmark designation of Wynkoop House in Stone Ridge. 

 

The meeting was adjourned at noon.  The next meeting will be held on Saturday, May 9, 2007, at 10:00am.
