Marbletown Historic Preservation Commission

Minutes of the Meeting held at Town Hall,

March 8, 2008 10:00 am

The chairman called the meeting to order.

The minutes of the February 2, 2008 meeting were approved.  

Harry Hansen provided an update on the progress of the Stone Ridge

Library Building Committee:  The Library had issued a request for

proposals to which eight firms responded.  Four firms have been

short-listed and will be interviewed soon.  Mr. Hansen felt that the

prospects were very promising.  The scope of work includes the

stabilization of the existing building and a possible addition.  The

Building Committee has indicated their interest in pursuing Landmark

status for their historic buildings.

Mr. Tinterow reported that he had prepared the application package

requesting that Marbletown be certified by the State Historic

Preservation office as a Certified Local Government.  The package has

been sent to Mr. Martello, who will forward it to Julian Adams at SHPO.

Mr. Tinterow believes that Marbletown now meets all the requirements and

should be certified soon.  Grant programs will be announced and May;

the application deadlines will be in July.

Mike Warren reported on the proposed renovation of the Rock Cliff House

and the Four Corners Garage in High Falls.  In addition to preservation

and stabilization of the inn, plans include a 750 square foot addition.

Mr. Tinterow reported that the architect, Mr. Sutherland of High Falls,

had indicated that intention was to preserve the historic features as

much as possible and was therefore exploring exemptions to the building

code in order to maintain certain elements.

Marian McCorckle reviewed recent updates to the Commission's page on the

Town website.

Shannon Schreibman reported on a new initiative to incorporate Main

Street Stone Ridge with the Shawangunk Scenic Byway.

Mr. Tinterow reported that the State Historic Preservation Office had

issued a statement of no adverse impact for the proposal to erect a 110

feet cell tower, painted brown, at the Fire House on Route 209 and

Cottekill Road.  Mr. Warren reported that the lower height may make the

project financially unviable and that the developer, Homeland, may

withdraw their proposal as a result.

Two Preliminary Designation Applications were reviewed:  one for the

former Kripplebush Church on Bone Hollow Road; the other for the

one-room Schoolhouse on Kings Highway and Route 209 near Rest Plaus.

Both applications were deemed incomplete and therefore no action could

be taken.

The meeting was adjourned at noon.  The next meeting will take place on

Saturday April 13, 2008 at 10:00am.
