SCHOOL FUNDING REFORM

WHEREAS, towns are concerned about the ever increasing cost of primary and secondary public education borne by real property taxpayers; and

WHEREAS, the increasing fiscal burden of public education on real property taxpayers impacts the ability to provide adequate revenues to fund important town services and programs that insure the well being of our communities; Now therefore be it
RESOLVED, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor, the New York State Legislature, and other state officials to develop a solution that will provide adequate state funding for public education thereby lessening or eliminating dependence on local real property taxes without reducing funding to other local governments and local government programs; and BE IT FURTHER 

RESOLVED, that the Association of Towns calls upon our state leaders to eliminate costly unfunded mandates which increase the cost of providing a public education and further strain the real property tax base.
