A LOCAL LAW AMENDING APPENDIX “A” OF CHAPTER 128 “HERITAGE PRESERVATION” OF THE TOWN OF MARBLETOWN CODE BY ADDING THE STONE RIDGE LIBRARY AS A DESIGNATED LANDMARK  
Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Marbletown as follows:

SECTION 1. PURPOSE

This Local Law is intended to revise Appendix “A” of Chapter 128 “Heritage Preservation” of the Town Code of the Town of Marbletown by adding the Stone Ridge Library at 3700 Main Street, Stone Ridge, New York, comprising The John Lounsbury House, The Evert C. Wynkoop House, and the existing well house as a designated landmark.

SECTION 2.


Appendix “A” of Chapter 128 “Heritage Preservation” of the Town Code of the Town of Marbletown is hereby amended by addition of the following:

DESIGNATED LANDMARKS:
1. Stone Ridge Library (The John Lounsbury House, The Evert C. Wynkoop House, and the existing well house)

SECTION 3. SEVERABILITY


If any part or provision of this local law or the application thereof to any person or circumstance be adjudged invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall be confined in its operation to the part of the provision or application directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall have been rendered and shall not affect or impair the validity of the remainder of this Local Law or the application thereof to other persons or circumstances, and the Town Board of the Town of Marbletown hereby declares that it would have passed this Local Law or the remainder thereof had such invalid application or invalid provision been apparent.

SECTION 4. REPEAL


All ordinances, local laws, and parts thereof inconsistent with this Local Law, are hereby repealed.

SECTION 5. EFFECTIVE DATE


This Local Law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.
